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The University of Illinois is one of the
world’s great centers of learning, scholarship
and research. Our distinguished faculty,
talented students and outstanding
alumni won scores of honors and
made breakthrough discoveries

in 2000-2001. This is a sample of
some of those highlights from our
Chicago, Springfield and Urbana-
Champaign campuses.

sadleir

Honors College senior Rudyard
Sadleir is UIC’s first Rhodes Scholar; he
will study at the University of Oxford in
England. Sadleir is one of only 32 U.S. stu-
dents selected this year. The environmental
geology major plans to study paleobiology
at Oxford.

Microbiologist Carl R. Woese of the Urbana-
Champaign campus was among 12 U.S.
scientists and engineers named by President
Clinton as winners of the National Medal
of Science. He discovered that archaea—
microorganisms that live in extreme environ-
ments without oxygen—are distinct from
the two accepted classifications of life.

The UIC College of Nursing is on

the front lines of the war against AIDS,
both here and abroad. Nurse researcher
Carol Christiansen is leading a three-year,
$860,000 program to prevent the spread of
AIDS in the African nation of Swaziland.

The Graduate School of Library and Information
Science was ranked No. 1 in the country by
the U.S. News & World Report magazine.

Lillian Hoddeson, professor of history at the
Urbana-Champaign campus, received a
Guggenheim Fellowship, an annual award
that recognizes outstanding accomplish-
ments and future potential for achievement.
Hoddeson’s work chronicles the life and
science of the late John Bardeen, a two-
time Nobel Prize winner and former
Urbana-Champaign professor of physics
and electrical engineering.

U.S. News & World Report ranks the
University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign
one of the top 10 public universities in

the country.

UIC’s Nursing school is ranked seventh in the
nation by U.S. News & World Report.

Four University of Illinois professors were chosen
as members of the National Academy of
Engineering, one of the highest honors an
engineer can receive. Tamer Basar, professor
of electrical and computer engineering; David
Daniel, dean of the College of Engineering;
Richard DeVor, professor of mechanical and
industrial engineering; and Shung-Wu “Andy”
Lee, professor emeritus of electrical and
computer engineering, were among the 78
new members elected to NAE’s class of 2000.

The undergraduate engineering program at
the Urbana-Champaign campus is ranked
fifth in the nation by U.S. News & World
Report and includes the top-ranked
materials department.

Researchers at the UIC College of Medicine

were awarded $3.14 million by the National
Institutes of Health to develop a powerful
new prenatal diagnostic technique for detect-
ing genetic abnormalities in the DNA of fetal
blood cells found in the mother’s blood-
stream. In the new study, researchers will
investigate ways to identify defects in indi-
vidual genes within the chromosomes with-
out putting the developing fetus at risk.

The undergraduate business program at the
Urbana-Champaign campus is ranked tenth
in the nation by U.S. News & World Report
and includes the top-ranked accounting
department.

Brian L. Stocker, an accountancy major at

the University of Illinois at Springfield earned
an EXCEL award for his performance on the
May 2000 certified public accountant (CPA)
exam. Nationally, only 120 of the approxi-
mately 65,000 people who sit for each of
these semi-annual exams win the award.



Urbana-Champaign graduate programs across

a wide range of disciplines fared well in the
2001 rankings released by U.S. News & World
Report. Units ranked in the top 10 nationally
include chemistry (8th), computer science
(5th), education (9th), engineering (6th),
physics (9th) and psychology (3rd).

The Federal Department of Health and Human
services recently awarded $1.1 million to UIC-
affiliated Mile Square Health Center to fight
poverty-related health problems such as heart
disease, infant mortality and sexually trans-
mitted disease.

Money magazine’s 2000 Guide to Colleges lists
the Urbana-Champaign campus as one of the
nation’s top schools providing the best educa-
tion for the money.

At UIS, 100 percent of the students in the teacher
education program passed the required tests
they took in the fall for teacher certification
in the state.

A research study led by Harris Lewin, director

of the W.M. Keck Center for Comparative
and Functional Genomics at the Urbana-
Champaign campus, resulted in the most
detailed map ever produced of cattle genes
and the first comparison map of cattle and
human genomes. These maps show that many
genes, and even whole chromosomes, are
configured in the same way in the two species.

The University of lllinois at Chicago's department
of bioengineering received a $990,000 grant
from the Whitaker Foundation to strengthen
programs investigating how living tissue
interacts with bioengineered materials.

Urbana-Champaign electrical engi-
neering alumnus Jack Kilby (BSEE ’47)
received the 2000 Nobel Prize in Physics at
an award ceremony in Stockholm, Sweden.
Kilby was recognized for his part in the
invention and development of the integrat-
ed circuit, which he first demonstrated in
1958, while at Texas Instruments.

Cristiana Rastellini, assistant profes-
sor of surgery at UIC, was featured on
the cover of Crain’s Chicago Business special
report, “Forty Under Forty” in November
2000. She was chosen for her work on finding
an effective treatment for Type | diabetes
through cell transplantation research.

A team of landscape architecture
faculty and students from the Urbana
campus were invited by a Tourism
Department in Agra, India to prepare
design plans for the Taj Mahal National
Park. They surveyed the site and devel-
oped a preliminary development plan for
the park on the eastern bank of the River
Yamuna across from the famous monument.

The Illinois Legislative Studies Center at UIS
is launching a new academic journal called
“State Politics and Policy Quarterly.”

The Urbana-Champaign campus was selected
as the site of a new national Disability
Research Institute supported by the U.S.
Social Security Administration. The agency
awarded a five-year, $5.25 million grant for
the institute. The campus began pioneering
work on disability issues and services more
than 50 years ago and has been listed by
several publications in recent years as
among the top 10 most disability-friendly
in the nation.

Dorothy Espelage, assistant professor
of educational psychology at
Urbana-Champaign, has been quoted
worldwide in stories about her research on
bullying and the effects it can have on children.

In September 2000, UIC Medical
Center became the first institution in the
tri-state region and only the fifth in the
nation to perform robotic-assisted laparo-
scopic surgery.

Computer science professor David Kriegman at
Urbana has had great success with software
he developed that improves the ability of
computers to recognize faces. An obvious
use of the technology is instant identifica-
tion of people using credit cards and

bank cards.

Chemists Kenneth Suslick and Neal
Rakow at Urbana-Champaign have
developed an artificial nose that is simple,
fast and inexpensive—and works by visu-
alizing odors. Called "smell-seeing" by its
inventors, the technique is based on color
changes that occur in vapor-sensitive dyes.

Kathleen Conlin, dean of the College
of Fine and Applied Arts, Urbana,
won a Tony for best regional theater pro-
duction for her summer work at the Utah
Shakespeare Festival. She has been the cast-
ing director and resident director there for
11 years. Faculty members Henson Keys
and Robin McFarquhar and several students
shared the honors with Conlin.

UIC licensed the worldwide rights to develop
betulinic acid to Advanced Life Sciences

in the Chicago suburb of Lemont. A team of
researchers in the College of Pharmacy dis-
covered in animal tests that the compound
shows activity against malignant melanoma,
a deadly form of skin cancer.

Richard J. Daley Library at UIC celebrated the
acquisition of its two-millionth volume —

a milestone for the library, which opened

in 1965.

The National Center for Data Mining at UIC
launched the first version of Data Space
Transfer Protocol, which allows people to
easily exchange and analyze large amounts
of raw data online.

Grants and contracts acquired by the University
of lllinois at Springfield jumped dramatically
in fiscal year 2000. Awards totaled $15.1 mil-
lion, nearly double the $8 million received
in fiscal year 1999. The Office of Policy and
Administrative Studies was the highest
grossing unit on campus with $5.6 million
in awards.

Urbana-Champaign alumnus Thomas Siebel,
founder of Siebel Systems, donated $32 mil-
lion to the computer science department.
The gift, the largest ever in the College of
Engineering, will help build the Thomas M.
Siebel Center for Computer Science, with the
ambitious goal of making the campus’s com-
puter science program No. 1 in the world.



Researchers at UIC have found that diverse
age-related diseases, such as cancer, arthritis
and Alzheimer’s disease, may have a common
genetic link. The finding suggests that one
day it may be possible to prevent or combat
all these diseases with drugs that target this
common link.

Janean Holden, assistant professor in the UIC
College of Nursing, received a Presidential Early
Career Award for Scientists and Engineers

at a White House ceremony. She is the first
nurse to receive this award, which is the
highest honor given by the U.S. government
to outstanding scientists and engineers at the
start of their independent research careers.
Holden’s work focuses on pathways in the
brain that communicate sensations of pain.

Staff members of The Journal, the student news-
paper at the University of Illinois at Springfield,
won five awards at the 19th annual Illinois
College Press Association convention. Contest
judges were professional journalists from
throughout the state.

The Board of Trustees created a company,
Illinois VENTURES, to assist start-up compa-
nies with taking technology from the Ul’s
research labs and classrooms into the market-
place. It will help new companies get seed
and venture capital, recruit management
talent, develop business plans and provide
other services essential for success. Illinois
VENTURES reflects the university’s and
state’s commitment to a comprehensive,
long-term strategic plan for technology
growth in lllinois.

Jonathan Fineberg received a national
award for the distinguished teaching of art
history from the College Art Association.

Albert Feng, professor of molecular and
integrative physiology, and Doug Jones,
professor of electrical and computer engineering,
developed an “intelligent” hearing aid device
that filters out annoying background noises.

The Christmas 2000 season was bright-
ened with the screen adaptation of Dr. Seuss’
“How The Grinch Stole Christmas.” The
screenplay was co-written by Jeffrey Price, an
Urbana-Champaign alumnus, who also wrote
screenplays for “Wild, Wild West,” “The Nutty
Professor” and “Who Framed Roger Rabbit?”

Bill Geist came to Urbana to tape a
promotional video for the provost’s office.
Geist, an alumnus, is a commentator for
CBS’ “Sunday Morning,” “The CBS Evening
News” and “48 Hours.”

A group of UIC architecture students
designed mixed-income housing for the
Chicago Housing Authority.
